SEP 12 MON: MANILA — DUBAI - MADRID (D)

Bring a white handkerchief for the Adeus farewell, a loving wave
farewell to the statue of Our Lady of the Rosary. Dinner and overnight at Hotel de
Fatima.

SEP 15 THU: FATIMA - OPORTO - SANTIAGO DE COMPOSTELA (B;‘D)
After breakfast, depart for Santiago de Compostela via Oporto.
City tour of Oporto with a visit to the Se Cathedral. Lunch en-
route. Continue to Santiago de Compostela. Dinner and over-
night at Hotel Eurostars San Lazaro.
